WHAT YOU NEED TO KNOW UP FRONT:
A short chick class is required at pick up if you have not had chickens before – or have not taken a Tilth chicken class or one similar. You will learn how to keep your chicks happy and healthy. Please allow one hour for pick-up and this short class.

Chickens are flock animals – That’s why we require that you purchase a minimum order of 3 chicks. The City of Seattle allows backyard flocks of up to 8 birds. 

Chicks are sexed – All chicks should mature into hens. HOWEVER, mistakes can happen. Roosters are not allowed in the City of Seattle. Though the Co-op has resources to help you deal with this unlikely situation, there is a ‘no return policy’ and roosters are ultimately your responsibility.

Chicks are immunized – We have chosen to immunize the chicks against Mareck’s disease, which is a virulent contagious killer of chicks and chickens.
